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Set in the scenic Cuivre River State Park, the Kuk Sool 
Won Camp is an opportunity for a weekend of intense 
study and practice in the many techniques available to 
the Kuk Sool practitioner. The camp setting helps to 
eliminate distractions and bring focus to the martial arts 

training. In addition, there will be 
ample opportunity to relax and socialize with Kuk Sool 
practitioners from other schools and from different 
classes.�

Weapons study will be a significant focus of the camp. 
Students will be able to begin studying weapons 
ordinarily above their current belt level, as well as 
improve their skills with their current weapons. 
 

Camp begins at 4:00 pm Friday, August 13th and 
concludes at 1:00 pm Sunday, August 15th. An evening 
meal will be provided on Friday, all meals and snacks 
on Saturday, and breakfast and lunch on Sunday. 
 
Great for Children and Adults 
The curriculum for the camp is designed for all age 
levels. Both children and adult Kuk Sool practitioners 
will benefit from the sessions offered. In addition, the 
children will be fully supervised with a full slate of 
activities. The camp offers swimming, nightly camp fires, 
the annual Kuk Sool Talent Show, traditional Korean 
food on Saturday evening, as well as other activities.  

Family members of 
current students are invited to attend as well, either a 
non-participant or an active camper, even if they are not 
currently students. 
 
What to Bring: 
All participants will need to provide their own mandatory 
weapons as well as any optional weapons for their rank 
that they wish to learn. For those students enrolled in 
the quarter black or black belt programs, all mandatory 
weapons will be provided but optional weapons will still 
need to be purchased. Any that are not already owned 
need to be ordered and paid for at the time of 
registration to ensure delivery in time for the camp. 
 
Dress for practice sessions is the camp T-shirt and your 
uniform pants and belt only – no jacket required. Also, 

bring your sleeping bag, 
toiletries, towels, swimsuits, and musical instruments or 
other talent show props. A detailed list of what to bring 
will be provided. 
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
